Social Studies classes have begun the trek

When
severe weather occurs, we must make the decision to open or close our schools. | can assure you that this decision is made
cautiously and with much thought. Our ultimate concern is the safety of our students and the best interests of everyone in our school
community.

Whenever possible, we will make the decision to keep our schools open. When we are able to stay open, we give all parents the
option of sending their children to school or keeping them home. When we close the schools, we remove this option. Therefore,
when the weather is questionable in your mind, and the decision has been made to keep our schools open, please make the choice
that is best for you and your children. You always have the right to keep your children home, and all student absences reported by a
parent on such days will be treated as excused.

A decision to close our schools for the day must be made by 6:00 a.m. If the decision is made after that, we run the risk of missing
parents who have left for work, staff who have left for their schools and high school students preparing to leave for school. When
making the decision to close or remain open, our main consideration is whether all students and staff can safely make it to school.
We base our decision on the following information:

¢ The bus company believes that they can run all of their bus routes in a timely manner and deliver our students safely to school.

« The District 200 facilities' department is confident that they can keep our driveways, walkways, doorways and parking lots
cleared sufficiently for pedestrians, cars, and emergency vehicles.

¢ The municipal street departments servicing District 200 can maintain all of the streets in an acceptable manner.

¢ The weather forecast supports our decision.

* The decisions being made by neighboring school districts.

CUSD 200 PACE PROGRAM
SAT Testing for Students Currently in 6" and 7" Grade

District 200 will host SAT Testing again this year. The purpose of SAT testing is to
identify students who are not currently a part of the PACE Program. Testing results will
be used to qualify students for 7" grade Fast Paced Language Arts, 7" grade Fast
Paced Mathematics, 8" grade Fast Paced Language Arts, and 8" grade Fast Paced
Mathematics for the 2009-2010 school year. Students who are currently enrolled in 6™
grade FPLA and /or FPM are also invited to participate — their results on the SAT will
not be used to exit any students from the PACE Program.

Participation in the PACE SAT Testing is also beneficial because it allows students the
opportunity to take the SAT without their results becoming a part of their permanent
College Board record. Although 6" grade students are targeted for SAT Testing, any
middle school student who lives in the District 200 attendance area is eligible to
participate. Students will also be invited to test based on parent and/or teacher
recommendation.

Testing will be held at Monroe Middle School on Sairday, January 31, 2009
