 Welcome music students and 
families! I am Mrs. Noodén and am 
excited to be teaching 7th and 8th 
grade chorus at Monroe this year, 
coming over every afternoon from 
the choral groups at Wheaton North 

High School. 

 

The students I have are terrific, but in 
order to really perform some chal-
lenging music, we need more stu-
dents; both boys and girls. I come 
from a strong middle school back-
ground, having previously taught at 
Westfield Community School in Al-
gonquin, Illinois. When I left the mid-
dle school (and only did so, because 
my former students asked that I 
come to the high school in that dis-
trict), I had over 300 students in my 
7th and 8th grade choirs; 2 sections of 
7th grade and 2 sections of 8th grade.
